We had about 70 cars that raced and about 15 that were in the car show.
That was real good, considering the weather. We got the word out to rest of
the Corvette world and the sheer number of Corvettes dominated the event.
We attracted Corvettes from as far away as New Jersey! The only down
side was that a Mustang won the top race. In hindsight, | guess that might be
fitting, since us Corvettes have been in the winning circle for all of the past
races that the Mustang club sponsored.

| tried a lot of new ideas with this event, since it was a first-time offering. Some of the ideas worked
well, and others need improvement. | liked how the split of race classes worked between cars with
automatic and manual transmissions. That worked real nice and | plan to carry it over for the Fall Drag
Race Event scheduled for September 11". The further separation of the classes into “Fast”, “Faster”,
and Fastest” was a dud! No one wanted to think of their car as being anything other than just plain
“Fast”. We had cars that were dialing in at a 12 second ETs lining-up in the slower “Fast” lane. So we
had uneven class sizes, which was what | was trying to avoid. Oh well, at least everyone seemed satis-
fied. Next time | will have to give more specific ET boundaries so that there will be less confusion and
more equal class sizes.

My car broke while | was racing it. | was in the “Fast” class for shifters (It had the most cars in it) and |
was ahead of Tom Armstrong in the other lane so | left off the gas to let the engine slow me down near
the end of the quarter mile mark. As Tom got closer to me | floored the gas pedal to stay ahead and
win the round. | noticed that my car developed a “ticking” sound from the engine. | went ahead and
raced again anyway. | won the second round because my opponent broke out of his ET (he went faster
down the track than what he said he would). | noticed that my car ran slower and still had the ticking
noise. On the third round | had a “by run” because | had the lowest reaction time of the previous run
and there was an uneven number of cars left in the class. | ran it to see if my timing was still being
changed, and it did. It ran slower still. | kept adjusting my dial-in time for each run, making it slower
and slower (this is allowed). The fourth round was just me and a Mustang. | dialed-in a 14.6 which is
what | ran the previous round. The Mustang won the race so | came in second for my class. | ran my
slowest time for the day, which was a 14.9 ET. The ticking sound was gone from the engine, however,
the exhaust didn’t sound right.

Lucky for me my Camaro buddy, Jerry MacNeish, was there with his trailer, tools, and spare parts. We
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pulled the value cover off and saw that one rocker arm was off of its value completely. We found that
both the pushrod and the rocker arm stud were both bent. Jerry had a spare pushrod that he lent me,
and he patched it back together. | was able to drive home with no further incident. Thank goodness for
Jerry, he really saved the day for me!

It was also pleasurable to watch Jerry race his “Old Reliable” race Camaro. He and his car are very
impressive. Jerry won first place in his class (the Fastest of the fast) and I'm sure that he won many
people’s appreciation for the performance that he and Old Reliable did. This car has a great race his-
tory. It won first place nationally for the NRHA in 1968. Jerry took it on tour last year to see if it would
be possible for the car to do a repeat. Although they didn’t reach first place, they did come in a respect-
able 12" place nationally.
