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PLEASE come and 
support the club at 
Capitol Raceway 
On April 23rd !

 Our big spring race is only next month, on Sunday, April 23rd.  You can help our club in a number of ways.  
Specifically, you would be helping us a lot if you plan to enter your Corvette in either the race or the fun car show.  We 
want to get as many American Muscle Cars entered as possible, and it is always nice to have a good showing of Corvettes 
like we usually do, so please come out and race (or show) your Corvette.  What, you never did it before?  Well that’s OK.  
We will show you what you need to know.  Corvettes were built to withstand racing and performance driving, so your car 
will be fine, so please come out, see what it’s all about, and have some fun. 
 If you don’t plan to enter your Corvette in either the race or the car show, then please consider volunteering a 
few hours of your time as a worker.  We have a lot of things that need to get done during the event and I’m looking for 
enough volunteers so that no single person becomes overburdened.  Please volunteer and help us make this event success-
ful and profitable for the club! 
 If you don’t enter your Corvette and don’t volunteer to be a worker, you can still help us by just attending as a 
spectator.  We need to get as many spectators as possible since this is also a large source of revenue for the event.  So 
please come and bring as many people as you can, family and friends.  Spread the word, as we would like to see as many 
people as possible to come to watch. 
 It should be a thrilling event since we have expanded the venue to include all American Muscle Cars.  They will 
be a lot of fun to watch, so please mark your calendar.  I would like to see all of you there supporting us in one of the three 
ways described (racing/showing, helping, and watching). 
 The spring race will be held at Capitol Raceway.  The gates will open at 11:00 AM and the first practice run will 
start at 12:00 Noon.  We will have six classes for the race.  Three will be for automatics and three for manual transmission 
cars.  There will be trophies for the first and second place winners in each class plus there will be cash prizes for the six 
first place winners. To get there, take 270 to the beltway (495) east to Rt. 50 East to  Route 3 North, Go through 4 lights 
(approx 6 miles) into Crofton. Follow the Capitol Raceway signs and turn left at the Wendy's. Crossover to Route 3 South. 
Get in the right lane and Capitol Raceway Rd is 100 feet on the right. 
 The Corvette Challenge Nationals, which was scheduled for February 25th was a wash-out.  We watched the 
weather report for the week leading to the race and at first it said that it was a 40% chance for rain.  Then it got upgraded 
to a 60% chance of rain.  Two days before the race the weather report changed to a 90% chance of rain.  That is when we 
bailed-out and decided not to go.  We later found out that the track opened at 8:00 AM as scheduled, but then it started 
raining there an hour later and continued to rain until the next day.  They received a total of two inches of rain, so the race 
was called-off.  It will be rescheduled for sometime in the future.  If you are interested to going with us when it gets re-
scheduled, please let us know.   
 So, until next month, with the start of Spring and another racing season, please continue to have fun, enjoy your-
self, drive safely, and keep the racing where it belongs – on the track!!  I’ll see you there again very soon, on April 23rd !!
