It is spring and we should all be out enjoying our Corvettes so I figure this would be a good time to 

remind everyone about keeping it safe on the road.  We have all heard the stories about drivers doing 

100 mph or better on the road.  I would like to remind you of all of the things that you canôt control 

on the public roads that make it very dangerous, even at the speed limit.  How many times have we 

seen a driver not paying full attention to their driving due to texting, not checking mirrors before 

changing lanes, dozing off, being intoxicated or drugged not to mention the animals dashing out in the 

road?  The road is just not the place to be finding out how fast your car can go. 

 

We do, however, offer a reasonable alternative that is much safer.  We have events throughout the 

year that offer you a chance to get your car on the drag strip and feel the acceleration, or to a High 

Performance Driving Event (HPDE) or autocross to see how it corners and brakes.  One of the main 

reasons that I hear from members for not doing this is that they donôt want to make a fool of them-

selves.  There are not many mistakes that either myself or others havenôt already made.  We all start 

at the same place and have to learn the lessons together.

NORTHERN VIRGINIA CORVETTE CLUB TEEN DRIVING SCHOOL.  
 

May 1st Chuck Szollosy and I helped instruct the teens with the NVCC at Old Dominion Speedway, a 

drag strip that I had not been to since my older brother use to take me there in the 50ôs.  I have to tell 

you that this was one of the best programs that I have been involved with.  I have heard nothing but 

great things about NVCC and this event surpassed all of my expectations.  The program was devel-

oped by Cassidy Nolen, NVCC Chief Instructor, and his fellow club members.  Cassidy was very 

open to ideas from all of the instructors and students, which, combined with his great development 

skills made this program so good.  This was his first Teen Driving School since he became Chief In-

structor and he promises to make it even better in the future.  In my opinion it was fantastic and I got 

the same input from the teen students.  This was not an ordinary teen driving school, but one that I 

wish that everyone would take.  These teens, with parents in the back seat, and instructors riding in 

the front, went through exercises that I had trouble getting the basics down at our instructor training 

course a couple of weeks before.  These drivers, some with just their learners permit and only a cou-

ple of weeks behind the wheel, were introduced to a skid pad where they would drive around a tight 

circular course soaked with water, about 50 feet in diameter, faster and faster until they spun out.  The 

instructors would teach them how to get out of a spin out and how to control the car.  Another great 

exercise was the threshold braking course. They would speed up to anywhere from 30 to 40 mph and 

then they had to stop in a box, made from cones.  The only way to make this happen was to keep the 

brakes with just enough pressure that the anti lock did not engage.  The third exercise on this course 

was the hardest.  They would start breaking from the same speed for about 20 feet and then the in-

structor would tell them at the last minute to go left or right from a cone in the center of the box, and 

then they had to swerve back into another box and stop.  This whole exercise took place in less than 

50 feet.  We actually had these kids able to do this by the end of the session.  I was amazed at how 

well this program worked.  Thanks to all the wonderful people at Northern Virginia Corvette Club for 

inviting us to be a part of this great school, and especially to Stewart Fox, president of the club for 

getting us involved with them. 

 

As an aside, my older brother use to also take me to Marlboro Race track to watch Dr Dick Thompson 

race.  What a great brother I have.  I am sure that he had a big part in my having such a passion for 

racing. 

 

It was great watching as they came to understand the concepts that we were teaching.  Here are a few 

pictures that were taken during the event.
